		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?
(Describe in detail any services to be provided or materials to be purchased)

1. CURB will provide support to the IB Biology Hudson River research projects. The Education Director will meet with the teachers prior to the student visits to provide an overview to the Hudson River and discuss the sampling procedures. Then the students will visit the center to collect Hudson River water samples and test for parameters including water temperature, salinity, dissolved oxygen, turbidity, and pH. CURB staff will supervise the students in the lab and guide them on how to use the lab equipment and test kits. CURB staff will also attend the students’ Symposium in May to review their final research projects.  

2. CURB will implement field trip programming at CURB to Scholastic Academy with an interdisciplinary and STEM approach to studying the Hudson River with the intention of fostering a sense of stewardship and civic responsibility.  Inquiry-based interactive activities that teach students the process of environmental awareness will be integral to the program. Students will gain knowledge about the Hudson River including geography, human interaction with the river, species and ecosystems as well as the Yonkers community.

3. CURB will provide hands on Summer STEM programs for the 7th & 8th grade students which includes collaborative support of staff and faculty from Sarah Lawrence College campus. We will implement hands on programs to introduce an interdisciplinary study of the Hudson River, data collection and technology. Students will gain an introduction to STEM learning through authentic research and making sense of data. The specific elements of this work will reflect the themes and goals of Yonkers Public Schools and the summer STEM initiative. Students will gain knowledge about the Hudson River including geography, human interaction with the river, species and ecosystems as well as the Yonkers community. The Educator will provide students with direction and resources to help them design and implement a research project coinciding with the activities and topics provided by the summer school program.
 
2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE

1. The IB Biology students will visit the center in the afternoons between 3-5 pm from April 16 – April 27, 2017, and the Symposium on May 23rd.   

2. The Scholastic Academy students will visit CURB in groups of 30 to participate in 1 hour Hudson River programs in the months of May and June.  A total of 6 hours of service will be completed.

3. Summer STEM (July 5-27): CURB will provide 14 student visits to the center for seining and data collection.  CURB will also provide a professional development session to the teachers, a full group student orientation and participate in the student symposium at the end of the summer school program. We will also provide an “Ask a Scientist” Panel mid-way through the program.



3.     WHO IS SERVED?

1. The IB Biology program is for 11th graders (103 students) and the two supervising teachers.

2. 1st, 2nd and 4th grade students (approximately 240 students total), along with their teachers from Scholastic Academy will participate in the programs at CURB. 

3. The Summer STEM program is focused for 7th & 8th graders (190 students total). They will be divided into seven groups under the supervision of seven teachers. CURB will provide programs to all the students and professional development to all the teachers involved.  

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?
(If individual providers are contemplated, set forth the names and qualifications of the service providers)
The education staff at the Center for the Urban River at Beczak (CURB) will conduct the programs to the students and teachers involved in the proposed contracted programs.  The Summer STEM program will also include a Sarah Lawrence College faculty-led panel to the students and teachers.  

5.     WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?

Communication between the schools and CURB is an integral step to the success of each program initiative.  Staff of CURB will also check in regularly with the appropriate staff from the schools about the progress of the programs.  Documentation of all of the programs will be shared through a final report which will be submitted to the district. Previous documentation of these programs has been submitted to district and is on file.

6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

We expect that these programs through place based education and field trips will increase student knowledge about the Hudson River, environmental issues and scientific data collection. It will also foster a greater appreciation for the Hudson River and an improvement in skills across the curriculum. Our long term objective is that the participating students will acquire a sense of civic responsibility and become better stewards and citizens of their community. We also hope students choose to engage in more STEM-based projects again in the school years ahead and come back to inquire about volunteer and internship opportunities at CURB.

The Yonkers Public Schools will conduct ongoing monitoring of the quality of the contractual services provided by the contractor. Such monitoring will include but is not limited to agendas, site visits, summary reports, and surveys.
