The hardcover textbooks were adopted in the district after a one-year pilot in each US History classroom (2019). The digital resources have been used in the district, without cost, for the past two years. During the past two years, the textbook and digital resources have been widely used, particularly during the extended school closure with a high level of positive feedback. The resource is accessible to students on various devices and includes supplemental materials, including guided reading, Spanish language, and supplemental activities and video programs. During the past two years, the customer service has also been evaluated. During this time, the publisher has provided 14 professional development workshops (large group, individual school sessions, and one-to-one trainings) at no cost to ensure that teachers understand all of the aspects of the program – particularly the progress monitoring features and how to use all aspects of digital technology. Evaluation is continuous and ongoing for all curriculum products, particularly as we continue to prepare for new assessments and have shifted to meet new state and national standards in the social studies.
