Based on NYGEAR UP student cohort data, students are identified based on need for credits/regents support and will be given appropriate amounts of hours with direct online 1:1 support instruction or credit recovery from iTutor certified teacher consultants

The instruction will supplement what is already given in class with Gorton teachers, and will be supervised by certified teacher and or grade level Administrator on site at GHS. This will be a part of a lunch and learn program and after school programs running concurrent with after school/Saturday academies.

iTutor will also provide support to staff prior to student implementation as a part of the contract. This will ensure full implementation with as little friction as possible. Grade level Administrator and NYGEAR UP Liaison will be present for workshops (professional development) and will lead the charge to consistent and effective student monitoring throughout the programs entirety.
