		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES



1. The Connect Kids to Parks NYS grant will allow for students in the Humanities Summer School Program, grades 2-4,  to attend free field trips connected to the Social Studies through visits to both state parks and historic places. The 2019-2020 state grant program, which opens on June 1, 2019,  will permit our summer school teachers to apply for grants of up to $1,000 per class to pay for school bus transportation and admission fees to attend curriculum-related field trips to the Old Croton Aqueduct and Philipse Manor Hall, and any other local NYS Parks and Historic Sites. The program was established through the NYS Parks and Recreation Dept as a reimbursement program to school districts.

2. This program is open to summer school teachers and their students in the Humanities Summer School program in the Yonkers Public Schools. The new grant will be open on June 1, 2019 allowing the YPS Social Studies and ELA curriculum directors and the six summer school teachers to apply for the grants to plan curriculum-related excursions for students. The school district funding budget is proposed for no more than $25,000.  

3. This will directly impact students throughout the district, PK-12, and their teachers by providing free transportation and admission fees to NYS parks and historic sites. Several local sites, including Philipse Manor Hall and the Old Croton Aqueduct, are funded through this program and have provided meaningful learning experiences to students. 

4. Each teacher applies for the online grant following the district’s step by step guide. The Director of Social Studies will supervise the program and assist in the coordinating of transportation, communication with sites, and ensuring that the requisite vouchers are collected and submitted to the instructional budget office. The finance department will provide payment to the bus companies for transportation and any admission fees to the sites that charge an admission fee and receive reimbursement from the state. 

5. Information and resources have been shared to all of the schools through the Director of Social Studies, Division of Teaching and Learning. Parents and guardians will be informed about field trips using district procedures, including permission slips and notification to the central office about all off-site trips.  Additional training for Humanities Academy teachers will occur prior to the summer school program commencing. 

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]The quality will be judged through observation and feedback from the teachers, students, and relevant administrators. Additional feedback will be obtained from field trip locations, in particular Philipse Manor Hall and the Croton Aqueduct as these are easily accessible and have created curriculum for our K-8 school populations. 

7. Dawn Bartz, Director of Social Studies, Yonkers Public Schools, is the person responsible for supervising the coordination of grants and services between the schools and the instructional budget office.  

8. This is the NYS Connect Kids grant program. The requirements of the grant are that teachers apply directly to the NYS Connect Kids program and receive confirmation of their grant of up to $1,000 to be paid for school bus transportation, applicable tolls, and admission fees to approved NYS parks and historic places. All grants are approved for the teacher, his/her classes, and the designated site in advance of the field trips. The grant provides reimbursement directly to the school districts.
