		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

Due to a lack of qualitative improvement in both standardized test scores and on-time graduation rates of ELLs within the Yonkers Public Schools, it has been determined that the district is in dire need of high-quality, professional development and training of its teachers in cutting-edge pedagogy to improve the quality of English and foreign language instruction in its 39 schools.    

2. AMOUNT OF SERVICE

The training provided will consist of four sessions, five hours each, taking place on the following dates:

· Saturday, March 10th, 2018
· Saturday, March 17th, 2018
· Saturday, March 24th, 2018
· Saturday, April 21st, 2018

Each Saturday session will run from 10:00 am to 3:00 pm.  A 30-minute lunchbreak will be given to the participants midsession.    


3. WHO IS SERVED?

The service will be provided directly to 30 YPS teachers who have indicated a desire and need for additional instruction and training with the hopes to ameliorate teaching practices in integrating content and language in the classroom.      

4. WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

CIFLTE’s Professional Development Workshops are designed, developed, and provided by Professor ZhaoHong Han and other faculty at The Center for International Foreign Language Teacher Education (CIFLTE), Teachers College, Columbia University.  CIFLTE’s workshops are individually tailored to the needs of its participants and are designed using a framework backed by second language acquisition theory and research. The Center stands at the forefront of foreign language education research and practice.

Each session will be instructed by a highly-qualified professor from Teachers College, Columbia University and will be as follows:

Saturday, March 10th, 2018 – Dr. Vivian Lindhardsen

Dr. Vivian Lindhardsen is a lecturer in the TESOL and Applied Linguistics Program at Techers College, Columbia University. Her main research interests include second language assessment and pedagogical integration of content and language. She is currently a commissioner of the CEA (Commission on English Language Accreditation) and a member of the PRAXIS ESOL National Advisory Committee (NAC) at ETS.


Saturday, March 17th, 2018 – Dr. Cathryn Crosby

Dr. Cate Crosby is a lecturer in the TESOL/Applied Linguistics Program at Teachers College. She is a frequent presenter at state, national, and international conferences on foreign language education. Her research interests and specializations include: teacher preparation, academic literacies, technology and community engagement. She has published several referred journal articles and book chapters on these topics, and is in the final stages of finishing her first two co-edited books. She also has been awarded local, state, and federal grants for her work.

Saturday, March 24th, 2018 – Dr. ZhaoHong Han

Dr. ZhaoHong Han is a world-renowned Professor of Language and Education in the TESOL and Applied Linguistics Program at Teachers College, Columbia University. She is also the director for The Center of International Foreign Language Teacher Education and is the lead-designer for all of CIFLTE’s professional development workshops as well as all other teacher training programs. Dr. Han’s main research lies broadly in second/foreign language acquisition and instruction. Her research is widely published in international journals and monographs of applied linguistics and second/foreign language education.

Saturday, April 21st, 2018 – Dr. Vivian Lindhardsen, Dr. Cathryn Crosby, and Dr. ZhaoHong Han.

The fourth and final session will be conducted and co-taught by all three aforementioned professors.     

5. WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, 
OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?

As there is a strong correlation between higher academic performance and school improvement with the involvement of parents, teachers, and community, CIFLTE expects its partner, the YPS Office of Language Acquisition led by Mr. Jordan Gonzalez, to effectively communicate with the above parties about the conception, implementation, and the impact of the workshops. 

6. HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

The impact of the workshop will be evaluated in three ways: 

1) Feedback from the participants collected in the last session.
2) Follow-up classroom observations by the faculty on select trained teachers
3) Performance data (e.g., formative and summative tests) from students taught by trained teachers
