		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

The purpose of the service is twofold. Dr. Fitzpatrick, Director of the Center for Optimal College Readiness, will consult on implementation of her own and the center’s services and on implementation of best practices in college and career readiness in the grant. The purpose of the variety of services is to significantly increase the number of participating low-income students who are prepared to enter and succeed in postsecondary education or training. Specifically, the focus of the service will be 1)  using counseling students in training to focus on increasing the academic performance and preparation for postsecondary education of participating students with an emphasis on career readiness and college fit. Services will include among others counseling (academic, mental health, career and financial aid)and working with the guidance counselors.  Dr. Fitzpatrick will consult on the development and implementation of these and other services as needed by the grant. Dr. Fitzpatrick will also work with dr. Arias and Ms. Sharpe to offer a day at the college (GEAR UP Family Academy); and offer opportunities for Yonkers educators to attend campus Professional development (i.e., Dr. Plucker’s presentation in fall of 2017). 

 
2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE

Dr. Fitzpatrick will dedicate 4 hours/ day for approximately 20 days. Some days may be more (e.g., Saturday Parents’ day; College visit for the Juniors at Gorton and Lincoln); some less. The COCR will support the GEAR UP with services. Services will include among others, counseling (academic, mental health, career and financial aid), and college experiences/tours at Manhattan College. Dr. Fitzpatrick will consult on the development and implementation of these and other services.


3.     WHO IS SERVED?

Students from Gorton and Lincoln High Schools students staff (opportunities for receiving Center for Optimal College Readiness Services (from Graduate counseling students; parent day) and Center for the Future of Education presentations/workshops). 

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

All services will be provided by Manhattan College: Dr. Fitzpatrick and the following:  Center for Optimal College Readiness, the Center for the Future of Education and include work done by Dr. Fitzpatrick, graduate counseling students who will be trained and supervised by Dr. Fitzpatrick and undergraduate students from COCR and the Motivational Outreach Club. 5.     WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?

Results of intended outcomes from activities, involvement of the COCR,CSFE and Dr. Fitzpatrick will be communicated to the director of the grant (e.g., College visit to Manhattan College).

6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

Any students or parents who come to campus will be surveyed at end of whatever event they attend; graduate counseling students are supervised by Dr. Fitzpatrick  will keep logs and present for review with Dr. Fitzpatrick, who will judge their work. Dr. Arias and Ms. Sharpe will evaluate programs presented on campus.
