KAP works with the Office of Child and Family Services (OCFS), The Childcare Council of Westchester (CCCW), and the Quality Stars Program, Dr. Eileen Flicker, Liaison. Dr. Flicker provides us with a school rating and apprises us of specific areas where improvement can occur to consistently provide a top-quality preschool program. OCFS and CCCW assists us with ongoing training for all staff, as well as keeping up-to-date with preschool regulations. 
KAP provides parents with ongoing communication about the progress of their children through input from the TSG (Teaching Strategies Gold) Standards and the Creative Curriculum. Program updates and initiatives as well as policies and procedures are communicated to parents, first, through an Open House at the beginning of the school year. Then, we provide ongoing communication about the school and about their children throughout the year through school programs, flyers, emails, phone calls and a TSG progress report (September, January, June) for each child.

Quality Stars (Dr. Eileen Flicker) assists us with a specific rating used to evaluate the quality of our preschool program.
