		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES



1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?
Under the terms of a Memorandum of Understanding, The College of Westchester (CW) agrees to provide classroom-based, credit-bearing instruction to parents of students currently enrolled in the Roosevelt High School Early College Studies Program. Under the terms of this agreement, parents will be eligible to enroll in CW’s Fall 2 Term course MSC103-Medical Terminology and the Spring 1 Term course MSC110-Human Biology leading towards, (i) a four-course sequence preparing them for the National Certification Exam in Medical Billing and Coding or, (ii) a five-course sequence preparing them for National Certification as an EKG Technician. Under provisions of the Persistently Struggling Schools Grant (PSSG) to RHS-ECS and $20,000 payable to CW, there will be no charge to RHS-ECS parents for the enrollment of up to 8 participants these initial two courses. The remaining two courses in sequence (i), Medical Billing and Coding, and the remaining three courses in sequence (ii), Electrocardiography Technician, are not covered under this grant. Parents wishing to continue towards the certification exams will be responsible for the balance of tuition and fees after all applicable aid and scholarships are applied.

2. AMOUNT OF SERVICE
To be eligible, parents must be able to provide documentation showing completion of a U.S. high school diploma or G.E.D. diploma and available to attend classes on the College’s campus at 325 Central Avenue, White Plains, NY, on at least one evening per week for classes that run onsite from 6:00 pm through 9:45 pm. Parents who enroll must also provide evidence that they have access to an internet connected computer through which they will engage in at least 150 minutes per week of additional learning activities through the College’s distance learning portal. In order to remain in the program, enrolled parents must maintain satisfactory Standards of Academic Performance as defined in the current College Catalog of The College of Westchester.


3. WHO IS SERVED?
As noted above, services will be provided for up to four individuals who must be parents of currently enrolled students at Roosevelt High School’s Early College Studies program within the Yonkers Public School System.


4. WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?
Services will be provided by The College of Westchester.


5. WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, 
OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?


6. HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?
As with the College’s current operational procedures, the quality of this program will be judged by the Standards of Academic Progress maintained by the participants, by the persistence and retention of participants in the program, and by the successful completion of the course of study by the participants.
