		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?
This grant will provide reimbursement to YPS for the cost of transportation and admission fees for students, teachers and chaperones to take field trips to NYS historic sites and parks, in alignment with the NYS Social Studies curriculum. The grants allow YPS students to travel to educational field trips that will enhance the NYS K-12 curriculum. 
 
2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE
The NYS Connect Kids Grant Program provides up to $1,000 per teacher to pay for school bus transportation and admission fees. As it is a reimbursement grant, the city and school district finance offices have established an account used to pay grant approved transportation and admission fees and to receive reimbursement from the NYS Connect Kids Grant program to cover the full amount of the transportation and admissions fees. The account will have a balance of $25,000.


3.     WHO IS SERVED?
This program is a direct service to the students and teachers of YPS. 

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?
The teacher grants are provided through the NYS Parks and Historic Sites. In our local area, our partners are Philipse Manor Hall (Yonkers) and the Old Croton Aqueduct. Both are sites that students and teachers used extensively last year. Facilitation of the field trips will be through the YPS Social Studies Dept. and Director Dawn Bartz in conjunction with the YPS Transportation Dept. 

5.     WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?
Information about the grants, the connection to the NYS and National Social Studies standards, and feedback on the trips will be communicated to district personnel and families. In addition, quantitative and qualitative data will be collected by the Director of Social Studies. 

6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?
Both through qualitative and quantitative data.
