· For a little background on this, in 1990 there was a mid-year aid adjustment against revenues which caused a deficit for some districts. 

· In order to provide those districts with the opportunity to fill that unexpected deficit, legislation was passed which allowed districts to take an advance from State Aid for the upcoming school year and claim it as revenue in 1990 in order to adjust the deficit.  

· This solution took care of the issue in 1990, but in turn caused those districts to experience shortfalls during the following school years.  The legislation was amended each year from that time and going forward which allowed districts to borrow from their own aid for each upcoming school year. 

· Once GEA came along the language was added to allow for those amounts to be included in the potential advance as well.  

· The form is for the advance of the 1990 mid-year-adjustment, the 2010-11 & 2011-12 GAP elimination adjustment.

· If we don’t complete advance request it will impact out 2016-17 revenue and cash flow by $49,473,950.

· This form cannot be submitted to the state no sooner than June 12th and no later than June 23rd.   This is an issue for the school district because it requires board approval.  The BOE June stated meetings always fall just before the due date.

An original copy of the required Board Resolution approved by the Mayor and one (1) completed copy of the form should be filed by the municipality on behalf of the city school district with the State Aid Unit not sooner than June 11, 2018 but not later than June 22, 2018.  This application will be accepted based on date of postmark.  If approved, the claimed apportionment will be paid in September 2018.
