		

PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

The National Scholastic Chess Foundation, Inc., (“NSCF”), a 501(c)(3) educational non-profit organization, will deliver a curricular chess program to selected Yonkers Public Schools. The program will emphasize the development of higher order thinking skills for students through instruction in the game of chess.
Class content will be directed by FIDE Master Sunil Weeramantry, executive director of the NSCF, and delivered by qualified NSCF instructors. Instruction is offered to second-grade students in 8 classes in 3 Pre- K to 8th-grade schools selected by the school district. Each class will receive 24 weeks of instruction during regular class hours for one 40-minute period per week during the 2018-19 academic year. Instructional material will be supplied for each classroom as outlined in item 2 below.

3.     WHO IS SERVED?

Services are delivered directly to 2nd grade students at the three schools selected by the Yonkers Public Schools District.

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?
(If individual providers are contemplated, set forth the names and qualifications of the service providers)

All services will be provided by NSCF trained instructors under the supervision of its executive director Sunil Weeramantry. Each instructor is an active tournament chess player and is rated by the United States Chess Federation. The instructors are:
1) Nathan Goldberg. Mr. Goldberg is a rated Category A player. He began teaching chess to children in 1999 for Chess-in-the-Schools, and became an elementary math and chess teacher for the NYC Department of Education in 2005. Upon retirement, Mr. Goldberg joined NSCF to focus on teaching his first love, chess.
2) Michael McDermott. Mr. McDermott is a Candidate Master and a former champion of the Bronx/Yonkers Chess Club who studied under seven-time US Champion Grandmaster Samuel Reshevsky. A certified Physical Education teacher who worked extensively in private schools in the New York area, he has been a full-time chess instructor for the NSCF since 1990.

The NSCF will provide a report on the progress of each student to the principal and to the school district at the end of each marking period. This information can be incorporated into a report card to parents, if the district desires. The report will assess each child on chess-specific knowledge and ability, as well as on related skills that are generally applicable to academic performance. 
6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

Evaluation will be based upon direct observation as well as written reports, along with compiling the results of student tests (manually administered, or offered online if the students have computer access), and written records of games played in class between students. Input from the regular classroom teachers will also be solicited. The NSCF’s executive director will visit each classroom to evaluate teacher performance.
