o Behind-the-scenes insights into Krush Groove and Beat Street, illustrating how staying true to
one’s passion opens doors to transformative opportunities—from cameo appearances to
hosting a TV talk show.

o Encouraging students to embrace challenges as opportunities to grow stronger and achieve their
dreams.

4. Interactive Segment (10-15 minutes): "Express Yourself"

o Engagement Activities:
o Q&A Session: Students can ask questions about London’s journey, challenges, and successes.
o Student Sharing: Inviting students to share one goal and a step they’ll take to achieve it.
o Open Discussion: Addressing common distractions such as social media and peer pressure
while reinforcing the importance of focus and positive choices.
