1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

The purpose of the service is to provide professional development (PD) to 10th grade content teachers in Lincoln High School and Gorton High School so that they are better prepared to meet the language and literacy needs of their English language learners (ELLs) and all 10th grade students. 

SupportEd will provide PD opportunities through real-time workshops, web-based activities, on-site support, and the promotion of professional learning communities (PLCs) among Lincoln and Gorton High Schools. SupportEd will conduct a series of monthly PD opportunities to promote language acquisition and development in Lincoln and Gorton’s classrooms. The PLCs will identify and share best practices.

Services will be provided directly to staff at Lincoln and Gorton High Schools. 

4. WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

SupportEd (formerly DSF Consulting, LLC), a New York State certified women’s business enterprise (WBE) will provide services. SupportEd provides multiple services to support the achievement of ELLs. Such services include technical assistance, program evaluation, research assistance, standards creation and revision, ELL curriculum review and creation, assessment creation and analysis, and professional development. Recent clients include the American Federation of Teachers, the American Museum of Natural History, the National Education Association, Local Education Agencies in several states, several State Education Agencies (e.g., Florida, Illinois, Massachusetts, New York), TESOL International Association, and the U.S. Department of Education. DSF staff leverage experience as district ESOL/Bilingual directors and administrators, teachers, researchers, and professional developers. DSF has provided extensive professional development to schools, districts, and groups of districts in several states on the topic of implementing the Common Core for ELLs. 

SupportEd’s recent ELL-related work has included several projects in New York State. SupportEd is providing technical assistance and professional development to the Syracuse Central School District for the third year as they implement and their dual language and ENL programs and implement CR Part 154. The SupportEd team scaffolded New York’s engageNY curriculum for ELLs as a subcontractor in partnership with the American Institutes of Research. SupportEd is providing ongoing professional development in the Mid-State RBERN as well as Questar III RBERN. In 2015-16, SupportEd developed academic language rubrics for New York City Schools that are aligned with the CCLS and are being used to assess ELLs’ acquisition of academic language in speaking and writing in grades K–12. SupportEd provided ELL research, technical assistance, and professional development services for three years to the American Museum of Natural History’s Clinically-rich Earth Science teacher education program and five partner public schools in New York City. 



5. WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, 
OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?

SupportEd will communicate with district personnel and teachers by reporting on teacher participation in professional development. Reports will be submitted as requested by program director and coordinator. 


6. HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

SupportEd will provide a pre-assessment survey to determine teachers’ level of comfort and understanding of professional development topics. After meeting with teachers, they will complete another survey to evaluate the contractor’s performance and determine areas for improvement.
