1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

[bookmark: _GoBack]During the contract period from September 1, 2018 through August 31, 2019, Interactive Health, LLC will provide evaluation of the implementation of the GearUp program (Gaining Early Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs), MSP grant (Mathematics and Science Partnerships), the Persistently Struggling Schools Grant (PSSG), and the Community Schools Grant Initiatives (CSGI) at Martin Luther King, Jr. Academy, Cross Hill Academy, and Museum School 25.

2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE
(Set forth all quantities and/or amounts of time required to be devoted to the contract and describe where services are to be provided as specified in Schedule “B”)

For the GearUp grant, Interactive Health will review student, parent, and professional development data entered into the NYSED statewide evaluation database from both Gorton and Lincoln High Schools; communicate technical issues with NYSED statewide evaluator, Measurement Inc.; upload district data onto the site; analyze data, meet with Project Director to review, and complete reports; collect partner status reports, review and edit, and distribute to partners via visually appealing web-based email; attend required NYSED meetings, partner meetings, and webinars; and assist in guiding program service delivery.  

For the MSP grant, Interactive Health will collect data on the required GPRA measures including pre-and post–assessment scores through the administration of the DTAMS, professional development hours, teacher observation scores conducted by Mercy College, and NYSED proficiency levels of students.  Statistically analysis will be conducted including regression analysis to determine dose-responses and differences of professional development implementation. Interactive Health will also conduct key informant interviews to elicit feedback on the project. Interactive Health will enter data into the NYS MSP database and US Department of Education website, review all process and outcome data, participate in Partner meetings, and meet regularly with the Project Coordinator to update project status.  

For the PSSG at Roosevelt High School-Early College Studies, Interactive Health will review comprehensive needs assessment data; select and administer instruments; observe programs and services; identify areas of strength and areas needing improvement; report on the school turn-around process using a variety of methods including interview and film; assist in writing performance reports; attend meetings as well as any required NYSED meetings. 

For the CSGI grants for Martin Luther King, Cross Hill Academy, and Museum School 25, Interactive Health will administer, analyze and report findings and provide recommendations from partner surveys, teacher self-assessment surveys, and parent involvement surveys.  The results of both the process and outcome evaluation will measure progress, guide program service delivery, and will be used to make adjustments in program and services, if necessary.  



3.     WHO IS SERVED?

Services will be provided to the Yonkers Public School (YPS) to meet the requirements of the GEAR UP grant of a cohort of students (11th graders in 2018-2019 school year) at Lincoln and Gorton High Schools, the PSSG at Roosevelt, the MSP grant designed to support the 6th grade science teachers across the District, and the CSGI grants at Martin Luther King, Jr. Academy, Cross Hill Academy, and Museum School 25.

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

Services will be provided by Interactive Health, LLC, founded in 1999, with expertise in school-based evaluation and research.  Dr. Katherine Roberts, President of Interactive Health, who will oversee the services, is also an adjunct professor at Teachers College Columbia University where she teaches Research Methods and Biostatistics.

For the GearUp grant Interactive Health, LLC will generate semi-annual communication reports which will inform district personnel and the Partner Consortium of the programs’ implementation and progression.  For the MSP grant, Interactive Health will provide reports on a quarterly basis.  For the PSSG, semi-annual reports will be generated which will inform district personnel of the programs’ implementation and progression.  This will allow for performance feedback and program improvements, if necessary.  For the CSGI, reports on all evaluation activities will be provided immediately after administration of surveys, focus groups, interviews, etc. This will allow for performance feedback and program improvements, if necessary.

The quality of service will be evaluated through the YPS ongoing monitoring of the contractual services via written reports.

Yes, YPS was awarded the NYGEAR UP multi-year Site-Based Services grant which is a national initiative to create innovative programs that assist students in preparing to enter and succeed in postsecondary education. In the 2018-2019 school year the requirements of the grant are to provide a range of academic, enrichment, and college and career-readiness services to a cohort of 11th grade students and to track them to determine if differences exist in academic outcomes as well as college and career outcomes.

YPS was awarded the Mathematics and Science Partnerships (MSP) grant designed to provide high-quality professional development in content and pedagogy, to increase teacher content knowledge in science, to improve instructional pedagogy in STEM subjects through the use of inquiry-based, technology-integrated practices, and to increase student performance in math and science.  Interactive Health will conduct a quasi-experimental study design, which is a requirement of the MSP grant, to determine the impact of the project activities on student performance and teacher content and pedagogy.  

YPS was awarded the Persistently Struggling Schools Grant (PSSG) to implement turnaround efforts at Roosevelt High School-Early College Studies. The requirement, which Interactive Health will work with the district to demonstrate, is to implement the School Comprehensive Education Plan focused on providing quality, engaging, academically-focused programming designed to support individual student needs and enhancing teacher training/development in accelerating academic performance.

YPS was awarded the Community Schools Grant Initiative to develop the school buildings into community hubs to deliver academic, health, mental health, and counseling services to students and their families in a manner that will lead to improved educational and other outcomes. Interactive Health will assist in evaluating this initiative to determine if this goal is being met.
