		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES



1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

Thirty high school students from Roosevelt High School - Early College Studies will work with Lehman College Art Gallery (LCAG) teaching artists in a three-hour, half-day Linocut Printmaking Immersion Camp during the mid-winter break in February 16-23, 2018. Working with the themes of identity and community present in LCAG’s Linocut Printmaking Program on the Lehman College campus the students will merge the visual arts with literacy to enhance their observational abilities, critical thinking, problem solving and literacy development. Students will be able to design and create a linocut prints based on an object or place that represents part of their identity. Students will to able to define and describe why this object or place represents part of their identity in an artist statement. The study of printmaking lends itself to an integrated approach as students combine literacy skills, and artistic abilities to understand the cultural, literary and artistic elements that make up a successful print. Art making can be used during instruction to deepen understanding and engage multiple intelligences, or after instruction to demonstrate understanding. This curriculum reinforces CCLS in the visual arts and ELA. Using guided inquiry- based tours, writing with art and art workshops students will develop visual literacy and deepen observational, language and studio art skills. All art activities will be scaffolded to develop and strengthen drawing, studio art making and writing skills.

2. AMOUNT OF SERVICE

Thirty students will be served during the mid-winter break, February 16-23, 2018 from 9:00-12:00. These sessions will include a snack for the students.

Education Programs at Lehman College Art Gallery has been a cultural and educational resource for the Bronx community since 1985. Programs are offered to school groups between kindergarten and twelfth grade, college classes, teachers, and community members. Education programs encourage students to develop critical thinking and communication skills while expanding their understanding of art in the gallery. In the studio, students learn to collaborate on installation projects, develop basic arts skills, and make connections between art and their other classes. Our unique location on the Lehman College Campus allows students the opportunity to visualize college life and imagine a possible career in the arts beyond school. By introducing significant visual arts close to home in the Bronx, these programs can lay the foundation for a lifelong interest in the arts.


5. WHAT WILL BE COMMUNICATED TO DISTRICT PERSONNEL, PARENTS, 
OTHERS ABOUT PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF THE SERVICES?
District personal will be provided with a final project that will be displayed in the school. Students will be guided in a self-evaluation process of their work at Lehman College Art Gallery utilizing written reflections and a pre- and post- survey. Parents will receive a newsletter from Lehman College Art Gallery reflecting on the learning their children have completed in the program. 


6. HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

Lehman College Art Gallery will collect data based on the pre- and post-survey, student reflections and quality of work produced.
