		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?
This is a comprehensive K-8 Social Studies curriculum for 35 schools in the district (exclusive of 9-12 high schools). The curriculum provides NYS standards-aligned units of study, inquiry student activities, and lessons. The curriculum provides the content, skills, student activities and materials for each grade level covering the year. 

2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE
The cost of the Social Studies K-8 curriculum in 35 YPS schools is $17,528.40. All K-8 teachers in the district are provided access to the curriculum, as are all administrators. This is the same cost as the 2018-2019 year. 

3.     WHO IS SERVED?
The curriculum is provided to all K-8 teachers in the district for delivery to all of their students. 

4.     WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

Services will be provided by Putnam Northwest BOCES (PNW BOCES) through access to their digital curriculum. The curriculum was developed within the NYS standards for both Social Studies and English Language Arts and is used in 250 districts in NYS. YPS has utilized the program since the 2016-2017 year as a pilot, and implemented in the 2018-2019 school year with great success.

For the GearUp grant Interactive Health, LLC will generate semi-annual communication reports which will inform district personnel and the Partner Consortium of the programs’ implementation and progression.  For the MSP grant, Interactive Health will provide reports on a quarterly basis.  For the CSGI, reports on all evaluation activities will be provided immediately after administration of surveys, focus groups, interviews, etc. This will allow for performance feedback and program improvements, if necessary.
