		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES



1. The purpose of the service is to provide a K-8 integrated Social Studies/ELA curriculum for 35 of the Yonkers Public Schools in order to successful provide an aligned, standards-based curriculum in all elementary schools, as per district initiative. Each of the 35 schools (all except for Roosevelt High School, Riverside High School, Saunders High School, Gorton High School, Vive – schools that do not have an 8th grade or lower). Each teacher and administrator in these schools will have access to the online curriculum, which includes unit plans, individual lesson plans, student activities, short video segments, and assessments. The materials are in Spanish and English and are reproducible. In addition, PNW BOCES personnel will provide professional development for 18 teachers. 
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2. The cost of the K-8 curriculum and 1 full day of PD for 18 teachers is $17,528.40 for the 2017-2018 school year. 


3. The services will be provided directly to teachers and students. Teachers will receive access to the K-8 curriculum, unit and lesson plans, assessments and student activities. These will be used in class with all students during the Social Studies period(s). 


4. The contracted services are for the digital K-8 Social Studies curriculum. In addition, a full day of professional development will be conducted by PNW BOCES consultants as part of the contract for 18 teachers. 


5. Parents will be informed about the new curriculum through a district letter describing the program. In addition, formative assessments will be ongoing to measure the value of lessons, units and student activities as well as student engagement and learning. A report and recommendation will be compiled by the Director of Social Studies on the effectiveness of the program at the end of the pilot year. 

6. The district will embark on a pilot this year to evaluate the effectiveness of this curriculum program. Regular teacher feedback will be obtained through 8 district schools that have agreed to be part of the pilot to provide regular feedback on the effectiveness of the units, lessons, assessments, and student activities. Classroom observations will also be part of the pilot to see the effectiveness of the program. The curriculum program will be monitored throughout the year on a regular basis. Feedback from all of the schools using the curriculum will be obtained by the Director of Social Studies and will inform the district decision to continue the program beyond June 30, 2018.
