PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES

1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

Services will be provided solely by Danny Washington.

District personnel, Administrative staff and parents will be invited to the final show to view results of workshops.
6. HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

At the end of the ten-session program, students will showcase what they have learned.  Participants will be asked to complete an evaluation at the end of the program.
