		
PERFORMANCE BASED CONTRACT GUIDELINES



1. WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE SERVICE?

The purpose of the artist residency program is to provide an arts experience that enhance social, personal, artistic and academic goals for high school students while providing professional development for teachers through hands-on experience and observation of artist work in the classroom.  Students will learn artistic techniques in videography that strengthen life skills, build self-confidence, self-esteem and positive peer relations.

ArtsWestchester will provide administration for one hands-on visual art residency for 9th -12th grade students in the Yonkers Afterschool Academy at Gorton High School in Yonkers. Artist services include a planning session, 13 hands-on residency sessions for students, a culminating event and all related art materials and supplies. 

2. AMOUNT OF SERVICE

[bookmark: _GoBack]ArtsWestchester will administer 1 planning session with artists, teachers and administration, 13 hands-on artist workshops with students and teachers and 1 culminating session for students, parents and administration from January 2017 through August 2018 for the 9th and 10th grade students in the afterschool program at Gorton High School.  The artist will be contracted for 1 planning session, 13 half day sessions and 1 culminating session which will occur Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays or Fridays from 2:45- 4pm.  Dates will be mutually decided on with selected teaching artists and school administration. The artists will be selected by Gorton High School and be designated for particular days in the semester.


3. WHO IS SERVED?
(Describe whether services are to be provided directly to students, to staff, etc.)

Approximately 20 9th and 10th grade students will be served through a hands-on visual art residencies in videography in the Yonkers afterschool program at Gorton High School.


4. WHO WILL PROVIDE SERVICES?

ArtsWestchester maintains a directory of over 85 teaching artists who are professional visual, performing and literary artists. Artists are current in their respective field, have experience working with various populations and understand how to conduct an art residency using the arts to build social and academic goals. The residency will begin with a planning session which outlines the goals of the workshops.  A planning form which agreed on by both the teachers and artists is completed.  ArtsWestchester will provide volunteer retired teachers to observe the residency program.
